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Abstract

This research evaluates the Islamic studies Bachelor of Arts curriculum at Rangsit University. The data
is collected from 74 people , 3 teachers, 23 alumni and 48 students. The tool used in this research is a questionnaire that has
a mean reliability of 0.918. Data analysis is by frequency, percentage, average mean: X and Standard Deviation: S.D. The
results show that:

1) For context factors, course objectives were rated at a high level. the highest average factors were cognitive
domain, affective domain and psychomotor domain. For the subject content of the courses, all factors were at a high level.
2) For the field factors, the quality of the teacher, students and alumni were at a high level, the highest mean was Islamic
studies teachers. For the facilities, all comments were also at a high level. The audiovisual media was found to be very
good. 3) For the processing factors, learning and the teaching process were rated at a high level. 4) For the product factors,
the quality of the teacher, student and alumni were all rated at a high level.

The overall views of teachers, students and alumni on the Islamic studies course are ranked in descending order as follows:

product, processing, field and context.
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
