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Factors influential to Effective School as Perceived by School Administrators andTeachers

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Abstract

The aims of this research are to: 1) study factors influential to effective school as perceived by school
administrators and teachers under Saraburi primary educational service area office and 2) to compare the factors
influential to effective school as perceived by school administrators and teachers under Saraburi primary
educational service area office competencies based on participants’ working position, gender, level educational
background, work experience, academic status, size of school and area, and on the school’s affiliated‘governmental
bureau. Drawn by stratified random sampling, the sample group includes 348 administrators and teachers from the
schools under the Saraburi Primary Educational Service Area Office during the academic year of 2015. Validated
by selected experts, the main research tool was a five-point-scale questionnaire-with a level of reliability of 0.899.
The questionnaire responses were analyzed using various statistical techniques including means, standard deviation,
t-test, the one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) and Scheffe's method. The results of the study indicated the
following: 1) The factors that influence effectiveness of the school as perceived »by school administrators and
teachers can be arranged from higher to lower scores as follows: i) personnel,iii) information technology, and iii)
organizational structure.2) Based on participants’ working position, gender; level of educational background, work
experience, academic status, size of school and area, there was no significant difference factors that influenced

effectiveness of the school.
