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Abstract

This research aimed 1) to study school administrators' and teachers' opinions on community relationships
under Secondary Educational Service Area Office 4. 2) To compare school administrators' and teachers' opinions on
community relationships according to position, gender, age, educational degree, works experience, province, and
size of school. The participants were 351 school administrators and teachers under Secondary Educational Service
Area Office 4 of academic year 2014 by stratified random sampling. The instrument was a 5 rating. scale
questionnaire with reliability of the questionnaires equal 0.930. Mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way ANOVA
and average pairwise testing with the L.S.D. were used to analyze the data. The findings indicated that school
administrators' and teachers' opinions on community relationships were at high.devel on the following, ranked from
highest to lowest: 1) community support, 2) community service, 3) basic educational eommission, , 4) community
relationship, 5) public relations and 6) building clubs and foundations. According to school administrators' and
teachers' opinions on community relationships based on position, gender, age, educational degree, works experience,

province, and size of school were significantly different at 0.05 level.
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
