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Abstract

This research was conducted to determine the research objectives that follows three steps. Phase 1 - study of the
conservation needs of the local mountain in Thailand in KhlongLan District, Kamphaeng Phet Province of Thailand, including the
six mountain tribes employed on local knowledge. Purpesively selected 30 persons for in-depth interviews (in-depth interview),
data analysis, content analysis (content analysis) and findings on.issues of capital, labor, marketing and technology. Phase 2 - study
about conservation of the local mountain people of Thailand in Lan District Kamphaeng Phet population, including community
leaders and government officials of the local administration. Approximately 249 samples of 180 people were interviewed as a
query tool. Five- rating seale statistics*was used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, average (mean) and standard
deviation (standard deviation). Phase 3.- study development of the conservation of indigenous people of Thailand mountains of
government. Contributors are 17 experts'in the conservation of traditional knowledge.
The research found 'that conservation of the indigenous mountain in Thailand Khlong Lan District, Kamphaeng Phet Province is
greatly needed ( most demanding), followed by the market of labor and technology. There are minimal demands for operating
conditions:. The overall outcome was moderate. On the other hand, performance monitoring and operational problems, overall,
were in high level of the practice followed by checking, editing and planning by the development of 1) the planned participation of
the public, 2) operational performance trackingand a summary, 3) audit, evaluation of problems and suggestions, and

4) amendment to provide support to all groups equally for the selected group of elite norms, ethnicity or religion.
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
